Eligability: All riders must hold a valid ENDURO license issued by the ACU or SACU and have passed their 16th birthday. Full licence holders must show their current licence at signing on or a day licence fee (£10) will be charged; for insurance purposes there can be no exceptions to this rule.

All other riders including Irish participants MUST obtain personal accident insurance, produce a license issued by their FMN and start permission, confirming that they are licensed and insured.

Start: will be at Cilgawod Farm, Caio, Llanwrda, Carmarthenshire SA19 8PG. O.S ref 146 / 687 398. Arrowed from the main A482 Lampeter to Llanwrda road.

Event will Commence at 10h00 . Riders will start in the following order: Champ/Expert, Vets, Clubman, Sportsman

Course: The course will be on Forestry Commission and farm land consisting of forest tracks, moorland and woodland, of approx 20 miles in length. The number of time controls per lap and accurate mileage between controls will be started in final instructions. Route will be marked with tape and orange arrows. Where arrows are in pairs, the riders must pass between them .Any parts of the route marked with blue tape are to be ridden at WALKING SPEED only. Failure to do so or any course cutting will mean disqualification.

Signing on: All riders & marshals must sign on before commencement of the event, from 06h30 to 09h45 Please note: SIGNING ON WILL CLOSE AT 09h 45 PROMPT. After signing on all riders will collect their timing transponder and fit it to their own bike. A security deposit will be required for the transponder, either of the following is accepted; ACU license (1 day licenses NOT included), RTA driving license, Passport.

Machine examination: from 06h30 to 09h45. Transponders and race numbers MUST be fitted before scrutineering. All bikes must remain in the parc ferme after scrutineering and riders will only be allowed to collect their bikes 10 mins before their due departure time. 

Noise is our largest enemy, so all bikes must be below the 96 dba limit, and noise testing of all machines will be carried out before being allowed to start. Additionally if any riders’ silencer becomes defective during the event, they must effect an immediate repair, or retire & have their machine recovered afterwards.

Tyres: Choice of tyres is optional.  

Number plates: Competition number plates must be fitted to the front & both sides of bike, and coloured as follows;

Expert – red or green plate with white numbers all round.

Clubman / veterans  -  yellow plates with black numbers all round.

Sportsman – black plates with white numbers all round.

Classes: 

Championship/Expert, Veteran (over 40), Clubmen, Sportsmen.

Sub classes;

E1 – 2 stroke 100-125cc and 4 stroke 175-250cc

E2 – 2 stroke 175-250cc and 4 stroke 290-450cc

E3 – 2 stroke 290-500cc and 4 stroke 475-650cc

Re-fuelling: must only take place in the designated area. All crews must provide a suitable fire extinguisher and an environmental mat. No smoking is permitted in the re-fuelling area and parc ferme.

Refreshments: a catering facility with a full range of hot & cold snacks will be at the start area from 08h00.

Toilets: will be at the start/finish area.
