SUPPLEMENTARY REGULATIONS

1.  JURISDICTION. Held under the National Sporting Code and the Standing Regulations for Hare and Hounds of the A.C.U., the Southern Centre Enduro Regulations, these Supplementary Regulations and any Final Instructions that may be issued.

2.  ELIGIBILITY. Open to registered Adult (16+yrs.) members of Clubs of the A.C.U., Civilian, Service and Police Personnel riding solo machines of the following types - Standard Service / Trial / Trail (& Pre65) / Competition (includes Moto Cross and Enduro bikes). 

3.  COURSE. Broxhead Common at Bordon, Hants. Signed from the A325 at Fire Station crossroads, Bordon. All on private land. Multilaps with time control (3 hours duration).

4.  AWARDS. Finisher’s medals will be presented at the final control.

5.  ENTRIES. Open forthwith. Close on 1st August 2010 or when full (120). To be made on the form supplied and sent to the Entries Secretary with the entry fee (£45.00) and either three stamped addressed envelopes (1. Acknowledgement of entry. 2. Results. 3. Next event’s regs.) or supply legible E-Mail address. Cheques to ‘Hampshire Police MCC’. Late entries may be considered at an increased fee. 
6.  CLUB MEMBERSHIP. Proof of membership to an ACU affiliated Club / Service Club will be required to be shown at signing-on. Membership to XHG Tigers MCC available (£10).

7.  ACU Licences are required – One event licences available on request (£10).

8.  NUMBERS. To be displayed on the bike. ‘Preferred’ numbers (up to 120) will be allocated on a ‘first come – first served’ basis.

9.  MEDICATION. You may be asked to take part in a drugs test. It is your responsibility to declare at signing-on if you are taking medication.

10.  GENERAL. Moto Cross tyres are OK. Numbers to be displayed on the bike.
