ROADWORK INSURANCE 

Public roads will be used as part of the course. The Road Traffic Act Insurance Scheme will be available at signing on at £16.54 

for anyone wishing to take out additional insurance for the Public Highway.   
 

ENTRIES  

Completed entry forms must be sent to the Secretary of the Meeting together with the entry fee of £120. "RTA" insurance of 

£16.54 will be available at signing on. Cheques or postal orders made payable to the Hafren Dirt Bike Club.  Entry fees, less an 

administration charge of £5, will only be refunded in the event of cancellation of the enduro or on receipt of a doctor's certificate 

confirming incapacity.

VENUE 

The event will start and finish at the Rugby Club field near Llanidloes, Powys, on the A470 Newtown to Llanidloes road. The 

main area of the competition will be in the Hafren Forest, near Llanidloes. 
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PARC FERME 

This event will have a compulsory Parc Ferme for Friday and Saturday night. Although overnight security will be in operation the 

club strongly advises that the competitors bring their own padlock and chain. (Remember to keep the key with you). 

Petrol taps must be turned off whilst the machine is in the Parc Ferme. 
 

START (BOTH DAYS) 

The First rider will start at 9.00am both days  

Riders will start in the following Class order:  Championship, Expert, Veterans A (Expert O40), Clubman, Veterans B (Clubman O 40). 

The Sub classes for this event will start E1 (2 Stroke), E1 (4 Stroke) E2, E3  
 

MACHINE EXAMINATION 
Competitors should present their machines for Scrutineering on Friday 4

th
 June between 15:00 and 18:00 hours.  Failure to be 

scrutineered on Friday will result in a 20-point penalty with the exception that, providing the machine is present to the security 

guard before 23:59 hours on Friday 4
th

 June, this penalty will not be imposed.  However, any such rider taking advantage of this 

facility will not be permitted to start his machine before the booked start time to check lights/noise for Scrutineering.  Lights, if 

operated from a lighting coil, will be checked on the start line.  The purpose of this requirement is to ensure all competitors start 

with a cold engine. 
 

TYRES - ALL CLASSES Front AND Rear Enduro type to FIM specification. 
 

SIGNING ON 

Competitors to sign on between: - 15:00 and 18:00 on Friday 4
th

 June at the start area. 

NO SIGNING ON WILL BE DONE SATURDAY MORNING.  

 

COURSE 

After using public roads to reach the Hafren Forest, the course will consist of forest roads and tracks, moorland, woodland and 

farmland.  The lap mileage will be approximately 45 miles with 4 time controls per lap.  Facilities for support crew to provide 

refueling will be provided at two sites near the forest boundaries. 
 

SPECIAL TESTS 

The tests will be available for inspection from 09:00 on Friday 4
th

 June.  There will be one motocross test and one Enduro test.     

Direction markers will be provided.
