All bikes must conform to the Enduro Noise limit of 94db - No noisy bikes will start the event 

Start Both Days 09:00, with 2 competitors per minute in the Championship Class and 3 per minute in all other classes
Refueling – There will be 2 refueling points, one at the Enduro test and a remote service at time check 3.

There will be a ONE WAY system in force for you to travel between the two re-fueling points. PLEASE follow the fuel route signs and help us to reduce the congestion on local roads to keep the residents happy to ensure the future of our event.

If you do not wish to travel between fuel checks, there will be a trailer available at the start both mornings to take your fuel etc to the most remote check. Mike Davies (Welsh Team Manager) will be running this service, we ask if you wish to use this service to please make a donation to the welsh team.
Environmental Mats – Environmental mats to protect the ground, must be used when refueling the motorcycle. They must be a minimum dimension of at least equal to the wheelbase of the motorcycle and the width of the handlebars.

Special Test – These will be available for inspection from 9:00am Friday

There will be one Enduro Test and one MX Test (please follow the signs)

Backings & Numbers:
Championship: Red all round, white numbers,

Expert: Green all round, white numbers, 

Veteran A: Blue all round, white numbers
Clubman: Yellow all round plate, black numbers.

Veteran B: Blue all round, white numbers. 

Please Note - Riders must provide their own numbers which must be a minimum height of 100mm.  You must leave room for Metzeler stickers (190mm x 30mm) on the top of your front plate and side panels.  They will be supplied at signing on and it is compulsory to have them displayed on your machine before presenting it to Scrutineering, failure to do so will result in you not being allowed to start. The Metzeler stickers MUST be present throughout the event.
Litter - Please ensure that you take your litter home with you, or put it in the skips provided.
Please note that access to forest is strictly forbidden to any other vehicles (cars or bikes) other than those competing in the event.  Anybody seen in the forest that can be linked to a rider will result in that rider being excluded.
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
