Parts of the course are using the public roads, all Motorcycles MUST display a legitimate Registration Number, have working lights and be road legal. It is the rider’s responsibility to ensure he/she and his/her machine is road legal.

Tyres
Must be FIM approved Enduro Front and Rear Tyres.

Number Plates

Stickers promoting the 2010 ACU British Solo Enduro Championship sponsor [image: image1.png]METZELER



 will be provided at signing on, they must be clearly displayed across the tops of all number plates (front and both sides) at all times. The sponsor stickers are COMPULSORY and MUST be used and be clearly visible.
The stickers MUST be attached and correctly displayed before any rider will be allowed to start each day: any starting delays due to missing tickers will incur normal late starting penalties as per ESR 3.18. Any removal or replacement WILL result in action being taken by the ACU. 

Please check you have the correct coloured number plate backgrounds, they WILL be checked at scrutineering. 

FRONTS AND SIDES: Championship-RED, Expert-GREEN, Veteran A & B-Blue, Clubman-Yellow.

The timing officials can only give you special test times IF THEY CAN SEE YOUR NUMBER; It’s the riders responsibility to ensure numbers can be read. 

Teams

Machine Examination/Signing on

Competitors machines must be presented for examination between 15:00 and 18:00 on Friday 9th July 2010. Signing on will be between 15:00 and 18:00 on Friday 9th July in the start area. All bikes must be examined before signing on.  Helmets must be presented with machines, if you plan to use two helmets for the event please supply both to be examined.

In exceptional circumstances and with prior arrangement with the Entries Secretary, a small number of bikes may be examined on Saturday 10th July between 07:00 and 07:30, but they will be subject to 20 penalty points as per ACU ESR 3.18. 

Refueling
There are two service areas out on the course, both clearly sign posted from the start area. You will NOT be able to use the same service crew for both.

The Welsh ISDE team manager, Mike Davies will be providing the same service as the Hafren and transporting fuel to a service for a donation to the team.

Where refueling or servicing of a motorcycle is being undertaken, riders must provide and use an environmental mat to protect the ground. The minimum dimension of the mat must be at least equivalent to the wheel base of the motorcycle (spindle to spindle) and the width of the handlebars. A piece of household carpet is suitable as an environmental mat. All refueling / service must take place in the designated blue tape areas.

Noise

Riders are required to have the stroke and bore clearly marked on the crank case; bikes without this information will not be examined. All bikes may be noise tested at any time. Failure to test for a noise test will result in immediate exclusion. 

Notes

The special tests will be available for inspection from 12:00 on Friday 9th July. 

The use of scooters, mini-bikes, paddock bikes etc is not permitted in start/finish area, re-fuelling areas or special tests. CWAC may exclude any rider linked to supporters ignoring this rule.
