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Final Instructions – Permit Number: ACU 29144
VENUE:-  The event will start and finish at Slab Common, Bordon, Hants. Signposted from the A325/B3002 Junction, turn into Station Road at the traffic lights and follow orange markers for about 2 miles. Then turn left into training area.
The admin area will be at the main parking area.
COURSE:-  Will be of Forestry going with a lap mileage of approximately 5/6 miles, all on private land.  Multi-laps with time control (2 hour duration).  Route will be marked with orange/green arrows. The number of laps set and the time allowed will be deemed the target and will be announced on the day.
PARKING:-  There is ample parking available as you come into the training area, but please park considerately and only where directed.  DO NOT PARK OUTSIDE ON THE ROAD AS THIS BLOCKS ACCESS 

YOU HAVE BEEN WARNED!!!

SIGNING ON:-  Competitors are to sign on before Machine Examination between 1630hrs and 1745hrs at the signing on area. All riders are to show current (in date (2010) ACU licence, failure to show will result in a charge of £10:00 for an ACU day licence.  DON’T FORGET YOUR LICENCE!!!
LAP SCORING:-  Walking pace and no overtaking to be strictly adhered to within this marked area.  Riders are to note: it is THEIR RESPONSIBILITY to ensure their riding numbers are clearly visible and be ready to stop to allow the lap to be counted.
MACHINE EXAMINATION:-  Competitors should present their Machines for Examination after signing on between 1630hrs and 1745hrs. Then you will be required to push your machine to the start line.

Helmets: Must be ACU approved with the appropriate stamp.

Fire Extinguishers: Will be checked.

Numbers: Must be displayed clearly, failure to use appropriate numbers will lead to failing examination.

Lights: Working lights are not required for this event.

Noise: The FIM standard noise limit will be enforced. If your machine does not comply you will not be allowed to participate in the event. To avoid any confusion please note 4 stroke moto-x bikes fitted with standard pipes do not comply, they will not be noise tested and will not be allowed to compete.

In addition the Clerk of the Course or any nominated official can and will exclude excessively noisy machines at any time during the event. Please ensure your tail pipe is well packed, your exhaust is in good condition and that all springs and fasteners are in place and secure.

Tyres: All machines may use any type of front tyre, Rear must be Road legal Enduro or Trials. (STRICTLY NO MOTOCROSS TYRES).

INSURANCE:-  The insurance cover for this event will be BASIC (limit of liability £10 Million) (as selected by the Organiser and indicated on the Permit Application for this event). Medical Malpractice Insurance (limit of liability £5 Million) is included in either case. There is NO Personal Accident Insurance for Competitors. Competitors are therefore strongly recommended to purchase such Cover which is available through the Locktons website (www.locktonmotorsport.com) or the ACU website (www.acu.org.uk). 

RIDERS BRIEFING:-  There will be a riders briefing at 1745 hrs – ALL RIDERS MUST ATTEND. Immediately after this briefing there will be an additional briefing for newcomers to the sport. (If Required)

START:-  The start will be a dead engine start at 1800hrs, Starting in groups of 20 in class order (Expert, Vets, Clubman & Sportsman) at 30 Second intervals. Course will close at 2000hrs.  After the 3 Hours has elapsed, minutes and seconds will count as lateness.  In the event of a tie on laps, time penalties will decide the winner of each class.  Riders will be told when they can warm up their bikes before the start.
FINISH:-  After 2 hours duration from the first groups start time.  At the finish riders will be directed off the course after their Punch Card has been retained and time of finish entered on the card. Failure to hand in your Punch Card will mean exclusion from the final results. You must pass the finish after 2000hrs to be classed as a finisher.

REFUELLING:-  Will only be allowed in the official refuelling area. Enviro-Mats must be used when refuelling. Walking pace only in the refuelling area. Failure to comply will result in immediate exclusion. Pit crews may assist their riders, but under no circumstances are children or pets to enter this area. All riders must have a suitable fire extinguisher to hand when refuelling.

BREAKDOWNS:-  It is the rider’s responsibility to recover his own machine back to the start area. DO NOT LEAVE YOUR MACHINE UNATTENDED ON THE COURSE!!! There will be plenty of travellingmarshals and they will advise you of the quickest and easiest route back to the refuelling area.

ACCIDENTS:-  Injuries should be reported to the Secretary of the Meeting before leaving the venue.

REFRESHMENTS:-  Hot food and drinks will be available throughout the event from a catering facility.

SMOKING:-  Smoking is permitted at this event, but any instances of smoking in prohibited areas will be result in immediate exclusion.

TEAR OFFS:-  Discarded goggle ‘tear offs’ are extremely hazardous to the environment and wild animals, consequently they will NOT BE PERMITTED at ‘Team REME Hare & Hound Events’.

COURSE CUTTING:-  The penalty for course cutting or any other unsporting behaviour is immediate exclusion.
